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Letter of recommendation for Dr. Anete M. Camille Strand 

 
To whom it may concern:            
 
Dr. Anete M. Camille Strand and her Material Storytelling Lab approach is one of the up and coming 
stars of the emergent field of quantum storytelling. 
 
I first encountered Anete in Nov. 2007 at a PhD course at the Department of Learning and 
Philosophy, Aalborg University. She struck me as a remarkably original scholar as she shared her 
thoughts on organizational embodiment and material ways of storytelling enactments. I met her work 
again in Nov. 2009, now much more developed. I had the chance to see the video footage of her 
empirical work and be introduced to her ground-breaking and pioneering way of theorizing these 
through articulating a quantum approach to storytelling through the work of Karen Barad. I wrote the 
following of the encounter: 
 

“I have been sorting out an agential approach to storytelling. I began following Karen 
Barad’s (2007: 181) work on agential realism while in Denmark, when Anete M. Camille-
Strand introduced me to it. She presented that work at Standing Conference for Management 
and Organization Inquiry in April 2010 (Camille-Strand, 2010: 1), in an action research 
project to effect “material storytelling.” (Boje et.al. 2011). 

 
I followed the development of Anete’s work as part of the assessment committee for her dissertation. 
Since then she has continued to inspire my work, both theoretically as in terms of using material 
storytelling ‘object theatre’ in my storytelling work with veterans. I have continued to use it also with 
my students and faculty at NMSU, Management Department. I am amazed by the impact of the 
method, and I strongly recommend and encourage the use of it within higher education and elsewhere. 
As Honorary Doctor associated with Material Story Lab, I have the pleasure of heading the advisory 
board the platform for international co-work on material-discursive storytelling practices associated 
with it. The potential of this initiative, its basic thinking and its method are immensely, which is why 
I highly recommend it to any university department, educational institution or organization. 
 
In short, I have the pleasure of co-working closely with Anete on bringing this new emergent field of 
storytelling about through the Quantum storytelling group of international scholars, where Anete has 
proved an inspiration and a solid contributor despite limited resources for travelling. In the recent 
conference in December 2015 she played a vital role in arranging a unique and inspiring programme 
to introduce business executives to the field of quantum storytelling in an embodied, material manner.  
 
I have come to know Anete as a courageous, visionary and deeply serious intellectual, and a 
storyteller by heart. I give her my warmest recommendations. Anyone will be fortunate having her in 
their employment. I look forward to continue following her work and conducting research with her in 
the years to come.

Udtalelse  
 
I Dacapo har vi 21 års erfaring i at kombinere kreative teaterprocesser med 
innovation og organisationsudvikling, og vi har fundet forskningsmæssig 
dokumentation for vores metoder i samarbejde med universiteter i England og 
Danmark. Gennem årene er vi stødt på mange kreative mennesker med gode 
indslag, men der er langt imellem dem, der præsterer kombinationen af 
kreative processer, systematik og et solidt forskningsmæssigt afsæt. 
 
Da jeg tidligere på året blev præsenteret for Material Story Lab af Anete 
Mikkala Camille Strand blev jeg både imponeret og ramt af kvaliteten og 
grundigheden i Anetes arbejde. Den meget konkrete tilgang til et abstrakt og 
kreativt område bygger broen mellem praksis og teori, og den kalder på 
dybere refleksioner over, hvordan mennesker spiller sammen i problemløsning.
